Eugenia is with us on Wednesdays and has all ready made an impact.  Several of the clients were unaware they had dangerously high blood pressures until this was verified by Eugenia.  

The HEAL’S clinic, that is located in the same building as HAP North,  is operating beautifully and is making a great impact in that community.  The HAP North office is also very busy and is assisting many clients.  The food pantry is running low at this time and needs to be re-stocked.

We saw many new clients this month.  After conferring with several of the other benevolent agencies we have reluctantly come to the decision to assist clients financially only once a year.  Many people who have never asked for assistance before are now finding the need for help.  As we have stated many times, HAP was always designed to assist the working poor and those who have hit a “bump in the road”.  We continue to have this as our primary guideline.
