Among the families we assisted this month was a couple with four (4) adopted children.  They adopted the children prior to the husband being declared permanently disabled and now drawing a disability check.  He stays at home to care for the children, two of whom are still at home, two of school age.  They continue to struggle with finances.  We were able to assist with utilities and referred them to Salvation Army for additional help.  Because so many of our clients are without a high school diploma or a GED, this makes it very difficult to find employment outside of fast food or clerking at Wal-Mart, etc.  
We are always in need of food supplies.  If your church is having or has had a food drive, please get the items to us as soon as possible.  We appreciate all that our churches do to help keep HAP going.
